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Power Shortage Tokyo Electric Power Company (TEPCO), our electric utility has shut down a number of nuclear reac-
tors for inspections and may experience shortages during the midday peak periods (1300 — 1600) this summer. Although
TEPCO is making every effort to avert shortages, such as restarting suspended thermal power plants and receiving supplies
from other utilities, 62.4 gW of their gross supply will fall short of 64.3 gW demand experienced in 2001 unless many of
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those reactors are returned to service after completion of safety checks. All hands should take aggressive actions to reduce energy
consumption this summer, not only as part of the Navy’s energy conservation measures, but more importantly to be good stewards
with our host country. Some conservations tips: 1.Set AC control levels 1degree C higher. 2.Shut off unneeded lights. 3.Turn off
